2. To encourage higher educational standards in the management
accounting field;

3. To establish an objective measure of an individual’s knowledge
and competence in the field of management accounting; and

4. To encourage continued professional development by
management accountants.

The CMA (Certified Management Accountant) is the advanced 
professional certification specifically designed to measure the 
accounting and financial management skills that drive business 
performance. Achieving the CMA credential demonstrates your 
mastery of financial planning, analysis, control, and decision support, 
as well as professional ethics.

Course Content

There are two parts to the CMA exam consisting of four hours each, 
which can be taken in any order.
The exam is structured as follows:

Part I: Financial Planning, Performance, and Analytics:

( 4 hours – 100 questions and 2 essay questions)
 Cost Management – 15%
 Internal Controls – 15%
 Technology and Analytics - 15%
 External Financial Reporting Decisions – 15%
 Planning, Budgeting, and Forecasting – 20%
 Performance Management – 20%

Part II: Strategic Financial Management:
( 4 hours – 100 questions and 2 essay questions)
 Risk Management – 10%
 Investment Decisions – 10%
 Professional Ethics – 15%
 Financial Statement Analysis – 20%
 Corporate Finance – 20%
 Decision Analysis – 25%

CMA Requirements

CMA Requirements:
To be Certified as CMA, candidates must fulfill both an education 
requirement and an experience requirement in addition to passing the 
exam. These are listed below:
Requirements include:
• Membership in IMA®. If you are not already a member, Join IMA now.
• Bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university or an

equivalent degree as determined by an independent evaluation
agency. Please reference the Education Qualification Section of the
CMA Handbook.

• Two continuous years of professional experience in management
accounting or financial management. Please reference the Experience
Qualification section of the CMA Handbook.

• Entrance into the CMA program.
• Completion of Part 1 and Part 2 of the CMA exam.
